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VICTIMS OF RAPE AND SEXUAL ASSUALT ARE ADVISED TO:





Go to a safe place.





Call the police.





Seek immediate medical attention. (Go to a hospital Emergency Room, if possible.)





Do not change clothes, wash, douche or ingest alcohol or medication.  By doing this you may preserve evidence needed if you choose to report to police. 





Bring a change of clothes with you to the Emergency Room if possible.

Advocacy Services


The hotline counselor may ask trained Advocates to contact the client. The Advocate will contact the individual within 15 minutes, provide additional assessment of the crisis and will provide additional support. Advocates are available to accompany the individual to the Emergency Room, Police Station, DA’s Office, and Court Proceedings throughout the course of an individual’s chosen action. 





Counseling


Counseling is available for survivors of rape and sexual assault. Counseling services are available at the YWCA’s Lockport site and also in Niagara Falls at Carolyn’s House located on Sixth Street. Individuals in need of counseling should contact the YWCA of Niagara and make an appointment when it is convenient for them. 





NYS Public Health Law affords sexual assault victims the legal right to have a Rape Crisis Advocate present during medical, law enforcement, DA and court proceedings NYS Law also affords for confidential, privileged protection for victim’s communication with Rape Crisis Services.
